· You have never received an academic scholarship  
· You are strongly  motivated to contribute to your community

If you meet ALL above criteria, you are invited to apply for one of ten DAFI scholarships (2 scholarships for Belarus, 2 for Moldova and 6 for Ukraine)

DAFI scholarship project is funded by the German Government and administered by UNHCR, with the goal of helping refugee students to access higher education. The scholarship covers cost of tuition and fees, including living allowance throughout the studies.
